ASEAN Tourism Forum opens PM 'urges friendship and understanding

PRIME Minister Gen. Prem Tinsulanonda yesterday urged
delegates of the Fourth ASEAN Tourism Forum ( ATF) to
cooperate not just to promote tourism but also to promote
friendship and mutual understanding between nations.

The Prime Minister was speaking at the ATF'85 opening
ceremony which was held at the Hyatt- Central Plaza Hotel. The
ceremony was attended by several hundred delegates and guests,

including the heads of national tourist organizations (NTOs) of the

ASEAN countries.
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In his opening address, Gen. Prem said: "I hope that you (ATF
delegates) will have the opportunity to discuss and touch upon not only
tourism, but also on friendship and mutual understanding, on the pursuit
of peace, in a spirit of fellowship....

“As you well know, travelling, which is the major component of
the industry, is unquestionably educational. Knowledge and understanding
can be effectively fostered by being in a new place, a new environment.
Tolerance inevitably follows. We then are in a better position to work
together for peace”. Earlier in his speech, Gen Prem said that Thailand
placed much importance in making "her own tourism agency effective" not
just for her own sake but "also to render it well-equipped and prepared to
work with our ASEAN partners and with like- minded people in the rest of
the world”. He noted that the ATF, with tourism representatives from as
many as 35 countries taking part, was one of the channels through which
international tourism and understanding could best be promoted. Before
Gen. Prem address, Col. Somchai Hiranyakit, Governor of the Tourism
Authority of Thailand (TAT) and chairman of the ATF, gave a report in
which he outlined the agenda of the ATF. He said the ATF started off with
a meeting of the heads of the ASEAN NTOs on Saturday and yesterday
morning. The rest of the five-day forum will comprise several conventions
involving both private and public sectors. These conventions will take place
simultaneously. A highlight of the ATF will be a Travel Exchange
Programme (Travex) which will involve over 500 participants of in 35
countries. There will be 170 exhibition booths set up at the conference
hotel. These booths will be managed by some 340 tourist industry
sellers. The ATF ends on Thursday, April 11. PRIME Minister Prem
Tinsulanonda striking a ceremonial go on to declare the Fourth ASEAN
