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The purposes of the study were 1) to study problems and development guidelines of
primary schools in the office of Khamphaeng Phet provincial primary education which did not
pass the standard criteriaof primary schools under the office of the nation primary education
2541 of school management standardization.. 2) to compare problems and development
guidelines of primary schools in the office of Khamphaeng Phet provincial primary education
which did not pass the standard criteria of primary schools under the office of the nation
primary education 2541 of school management standardization focussing on school
management . school size. educational certificate and experience of management and 3) to
explore the guidelines of problems and development methods of primary schools under the
office of Khamphaeng Phet Primary Education which did not pass the standard criteria of
primary schools under the office of the nation primary education.

Sample groups consisted of 175 primary school administrators which did not pass the
standard criteria of primary schools under the office of the nation primary education 2541 of
school management standardization in the academic year 2001. The instruments used in data

collection were rating scale questionnaires. Statistics used for data analysis were interview,



frequency. mean. standard deviation, -test and F-test processed by SPSS application program on

compulter,

The study findings were as follows:

I. Problems and development guidelines of primary schools in the office of
Khamphaeng Phet provineial primary education which did not pass the standard criteria of
primary schools under the office of the nation primary cducation 2541 of school management
standardization were at low level.

2. comparison of problems and development guidelines of primary schools in the
office of Khamphaeng Phet provincial primary education which did not pass the standard criteria
of primary schools under the office of the nation primary education 2541 of school
management standardization focussing on school management , school size, educational
certificate and experience of 5 factors were significantly different at .05 level, but the
different cducational operations were insignificantly different at .05 level.

3. Recommendations for development of primary schools in the office of
Khamphaeng Phet provincial primary cducation which did not pass the standard criteria of
primary schools under the office of the nation primary cducation 2541 were 1) collecting
information technology of school and putting the right man in the right job, 2) cooperation
between teachers and local persons, 3) clear explanation on data plans for effective actions,
4) following supervision for development next time, and 5) propagated information
technology data of school to local and interested also school may be find budget to
support usage already. Sccond standardization werel) having welfare, 2) self-assessment
activities. 3) clear plans for cfficiency 4) budgets with low interests 5) budgets for persdnal
development. and 6) professional development about personal morale. The third standardizatiou
were!) supporting art and culture of life 2) conserving environment and natural learn
3) learning local wisdom and 4) making instructional instruments of local wisdom. The
fourth standardization were 1) cooperating in school 2) cooperating between teachers and
local people 3) providing local knowledge areas and 4) creating instructional media from local
areas. The fifth standardization were 1) applying data for development and self assessment
2) finding proper materials for work assessment and 3) evaluating checking and following

up for next development.
