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The objectives of this study were to : 1) study of the administrators’ vision
in the primary schools under the Office of Kamphaeng Phet Provincial Primary
L:ducation, 2) compare of the administrators’ vision when classified according to the
educational level of the school administrator, 3) study the effectiveness of the primary
schools under the Office of Kamphaeng Phet Provincial Primary Education, 4) compare
of the effectiveness of the primary schools under the Office of Kamphaeng Phet
Provincial Primary Education classificd by size of the school, 5) study the relationship
between the administrators’ vision and the cffectiveness of the primary schools under the Office
of Kamphaeng Phet Provincial Primary Education. The sample for this study consisted of 201
administrators under the Office of Kamphaeng Phet Provincial Primary Education. The research
instrument was a gucstion naire. The data were analyzed using mean, standard deviation,t-test,

one way ANOVA and correlation cocfficient.

The study found that :
I. The overall level of administrators’ vision in primary schools under the Office
of Kamphaeng Phet Provincial Primary Education was high.
2. When comparing the level of administrators’ vision in primary schools across
administrators’ education level, the results indicated the there were significant effects of the

administrators’ education level.



3. The cffectivencss of schools was rated highly in all of the questionnaire
categorics.

4. When comparing the effectiveness of primary schools across school size, it was
found that there were significant effects of the school size.

5. Administrators’ vision had a positive significant correlation with the

cffectiveness of primary schools at the .01 level.
