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The purposes of this research were to study the states the problems and the
guidelines to develop academic administration of schools for Hmong Hilltribe students in
Phopphra District under Tak Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The research
was divided into 2 steps. The first step was to study the states and the problems of
academic administration of schools for Hmong Hilltribe students in Phopphra District
under Tak Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The samples consisted of 183
persons namely school administrators and teachers. The research instrument was a
questionnaire. The data were analyzed using frequency distribution, percentage, means, and
standard deviation. The second step was to find the guidelines to develop academic
administration of schools for Hmong Hilltribe students in Phopphra District under Tak
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The respondents consisted of 17 experts.

The data were analyzed using content analysis and frequency distribution.

The research findings were as follows:
1. In general, the states of academic administration of schools for Hmong
Hilltribe students in Phopphra District under Tak Primary Educational Service Area Office
2 was at the high level. When considering each aspect, it was found that the highest
means were instruction, guidance, and development of internal assurance. The lowest mean

was academic planning.



2. The problems of academic administration of schools for Hmong Hilltribe
students in Phopphra District under Tak Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 were:
the problems of academic administration consisted of academic planning, learning resource
development, educational supervision, academic support for personnel, parents, educational
institutes, and academic regulations.

3. The guidelines to develop academic administration of schools for Hmong
Hill tribe students in Phopphra District under Tak Primary Educational Service Area
Office 2 were as follows:

3.1 For academic planning, it was found that the supervision and the
evaluation for academic affair should be well-managed. Matters and activities should be
consisted with students’ needs.

3.2 For learning resource development, it was found that the
administrators should encourage teachers and students to learn with both internal learning
resources and external learning resources. The supervision and evaluation should be
continuous.

3.3 For educational supervision, it was found that educational supervision
should be good.

3.4 For academic support for personnel, parents, and educational institutes,
it was found that the administrators should set the activities to let all personnel and
school cooperate in learning.

3.5 For academic regulations, it was found that academic manuals should

be set for good performances.
