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The purposes of this research were 1) study the state and problem of academic
affairs administration in early childhood level of private schools under Tak educational
service area 2 office. 2) study the guideline to develop the administration of academic
affairs in early childhood level of private schools under Tak educational service arca 2
office. The subjects of study were 10 administrators and 67 teachers of private schools
who administrate academic affairs in early childhood level of private schools under Tak
educational service area 2 office, education year 2007. The instrument used in this study
was questionnaire, an interview and a focus group discussion. The data was analyses by
using the percentage, the average, the mean, the standard deviation and the content

analysis technique.

The research findings were as follow:

1. The State of academic affairs administration in early childhood level of
private schools under Tak educational service area 2 office was high level

2. The problem of academic affairs administration in early childhood level of
private schools under Tak educational service area 2 office were at medium level.

3. The guideline to develop an academic affairs administration in early
childhood level of private schools under Tak educational service area 2 office were as

follows



3.1 Curriculum and using, school should arrange as follows : school should
take activity in order that teachers would have the knowledge concerning curriculum
analysis, school should train teachers so that they would have understanding about the
curriculum, experience arrangement guideline and planning by the budget of the school.

3.2 Regarding experience arrangement teachers should set up inside and
outside classroom learning corners to enhance activities and experience, prepare the
learning process emphasizing child centered.

3.3 Regarding Instructional media, school should inspect required materials
that are needed in learning activities. Teacher should know how to produce use procure
and preserve instructional media.

3.4 Regarding the development measurement and evaluation, school should
arrange meeting, training and seminar to wake teachers understand the assessment and
cvaluation. Schools should supervise and follow up teachers” performance.

3.5 Regarding school have a library or book corner which 1s appropriate
with student number, surrey meded supplies for the library and have a teacher take a full
charge for the library.

3.6 Concerning the instruction supervision, schools should plan suitable
internal supervision based on the state and educational administration problems. Schools
should also appoint a teacher as the internal supervisor, set up the supervisory plan,
prepare a document, material and equipment for the supervision.

3.7 Concerning academic training school should personnel have both

long-term and short-term development plan.
