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It is understood the selec-
tion committee, on the advice
of PATA president Alwin
Zecha, agreed to compile an
independent guideline.

According to board mem-
ber sources, the selection com-
mittee went ahead and nomai-
nated Singapore as the 1989
site in preference to India,
Canada or Indonesia.

Hong Kong’s bid was pre-
sented after the official dead-
line set by the committee and
according to board members
present at ATF “‘should not
have been considered.”

Board member Joop Ave,
director of the Department of
Tourism, Indonesia, objected
to the decision at the close of
the board meeting, forcing a
last minute motion to review
procedures.

He reportedly told the
